Imipramine

· Tricyclic antidepressant

· Inhibit serotonin and norepinephrine reuptake

· Indications: depression, enuresis; unlabeled: panic disorder, attention deficit hyperkinetic disorder
· Adverse effects: sedation, gastrointestinal, cardiovascular, psychiatric, neurologic, metabolic-endocrine

Estazolam (舒樂安定)
· Benzodiazepines, sedative-hypnotics

· Bind to GABAA receptor and then facilitate chloride influx.

· Indication: insomnia
· Habit-forming, withdrawal symptoms
· Adverse effects: dizziness, drowsiness, fatigue, headache, diarrhea, nausea…
· Cross the placental barrier; detectable in breast milk.
Cyclophosphamide

· Alkylating agents
· Covalent binding and crosslinking of DNA to impair replication and transcription.

· Indications: oncologic, prophylaxis of rejection, severe rheumatoid disorders, nephrotic syndrome
· Adverse effects: infertility, alopecia, hemorrhagic cystitis, bone marrow suppression
· Intermittent pulse therapy: reduce the duration of exposure
· Contraindications: hypersensitivity, pregnancy
Mycophenolate mofetil
· Immunosuppressant Agent
· Active form: mycophenolic acid (from Penicillium glaucum)
· Inhibits cytosine monophosphate dehydrogenase -> inhibits T cell proliferation.

· Indications: lupus nephritis, refractory rejections.
· Adverse effects: bone marrow suppression, GI disturbances, infection, hepatic toxicity
Cyclosporine (環孢靈素)
· Immunosuppressive agent

· Bind to cyclophilin -> inhibits calcineurin (a cytoplasmic phosphatase) -> inhibit T cell transcription

· Indications: Organ transplantation, RA, PsA, SLE (unlabeled)

· Adverse effects: nephrotoxicity, hypertension, hyperglycemia, liver dysfunction, hirsutism
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
