Cardiac Catheterization/Coronary Angiography
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1. The catheterization procedure usually takes about 30 minutes, but the preparation and recovery time add several hours.
2. start an intravenous (IV) line
3. lie on a special table
4. a large camera and several TV monitors
5. clean your skin. Sterile drapes are used to cover
6. electrodes are attached to an ECG
7. given a mild sedative, but you will be awake and conscious
8. use a local anesthetic
9. incision will be made over the blood vessel
10. the lights will be dimmed
11. a small amount of dye (or "contrast material") will be injected through the catheters
12. may feel hot or flushed for several seconds
13. X-ray camera
Intraprocedure complications
1. Hypotension
2. Congestive heart failure
3. Chest pain

4. Arrhythmia
