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Vesicoureteral Reflux (VUR)
· Retrograde transmission of urine from the urinary bladder to the kidneys.
· Children, UTI, females, pyelonephritic scars

· Reflux nephropathy: pyelonephritis, hypertension, proteinuria; progressive renal failure

· Hydronephrosis: 

· A dilation of the renal pelvis and calyces.

· Anatomic or functional processes interrupting the flow of urine. Anywhere along the urinary tract.
· Male: prostate hypertrophy/cancer. Female: cervical cancer or pregnancy.

· Young adults: calculi. Children: reflux and ureteropelvic junction obstruction.
