Infection Associated With Hyponatremia
HIV

· Incidence: 35 – 55 %

· Mechanism:

1. SIADH due to pneumonia, malignancy, or infection of the CNS

2. Infectious diarrhea

3. Adrenal insufficiency due to adrenalitis infected by CMV, M. avium, HIV
